Anti-Bullying Week
This week is national Anti-Bullying week and we are promoting this in school. The week is so important to teach all of our children about bullying and the harmful impact it can have. More than that, we want to teach them that they have a voice and can be active in stopping and reporting bullying when they see it. We have a shared understanding in school of what bullying is and we teach this to all children. 
Bullying is repeated, intentional behaviour intended to hurt someone physically or emotionally, often involving an imbalance of power.
We are active in how we teach children the difference between friendship disagreements and bullying so that children can see the differences and report any incidents to school adults. You can really help the school’s work by encouraging your children to speak to school adults as well talking to you at home.
