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Home Learning Policy
Purpose of Home Learning:
· To develop an effective partnership between parents and school
· To consolidate and reinforce skills and understanding particularly in literacy and numeracy
· To exploit resources for learning, of all kinds, at home
· To encourage ‘quality’ time between children and their care givers
· To extend school learning, for example through reading
· To encourage pupils as they get older to develop the confidence and self-discipline needed to study on their own, and to prepare them for the requirements of secondary school

The Role of Parents and Carers in Supporting Home Learning:

· Home Learning is most valuable, particularly with young children, when parents or carers are involved in joint activities
· Reading is vital, reading alongside an adult for the less confident or reading a reference book to support school activities are equally important
· Provide a reasonably peaceful, suitable place in which the pupil can do Home Learning, alone, or more often for younger pupils, with an adult
· Make it clear to pupils that they value Home Learning and support the school in explaining how it can help their learning
· Encourage pupils and praise them when they have completed Home Learning
· To ensure that Home Learning is completed and returned promptly and both text and exercise books are returned in good condition

We will as a school:
· Ensure a consistency of approach throughout the school
· Ensure progression towards independence and individual responsibility
· Ensure that the needs of the individual pupil are taken into account
· Improve the quality of learning experience offered to pupils
· Provide opportunities for parents, pupils and school to work in partnership
· Provide opportunities for parents and pupils to work together to enjoy learning experiences
· To provide safe and comfortable place for Home Learning and research to take place for one hour, one night per week
· In year 6 to prepare children for secondary transfer
· Children will receive feedback about all Home Learning activities through stickers, comments and termly certificates for those that have completed it every week. Additionally, the feedback may not always be in the way of formal marking, but may also be through test results (e.g. tables, spelling tests) and through class discussion or reviewing work in small groups


EYFS/Year 1 Home Learning Statement
Home Learning in EYFS and Year 1 is an opportunity for children to build upon the knowledge, skills and understanding that they are working on at school. 

In Nursery, the children will be encouraged to engage at home with the topics which they are learning about.

In Reception and Year 1, termly challenges will be set and communicated with parents. Each child will have a home learning book or folder in which to complete tasks. The year group’s expectations for home learning will be communicated with parents via open afternoon sessions and will be clearly outlined at the front of the children’s home learning books. 

Reception’s home learning will be set on the last week of every term and be due back in on the second week of every term (dates will be outlined in the home learning books for each task). 

Home Learning in these year groups is not compulsory, but it is an opportunity for parents and carers to engage with and be partners in their child’s learning. The online platform of ‘Tapestry’ is used in Nursery and Reception so this can also be used by parents to share and upload any home learning through the form of a photo or video (logins will be provided for this in Term 1). The children will receive a range of rewards and praise for completed Home Learning, which may include class-based incentives and wider school-based rewards such as stickers and home learning certificates. 

In addition to termly set tasks, the children from Reception and Year 1 will have reading books sent home daily. Please comment in the reading record when you have read with your child. Year group expectations on frequency and amount of time to be spent on reading will be communicated with parents in home learning books. 


Years 2-6 Home Learning Statement

In years 2-6 home learning tasks are set weekly. 
Home learning for year 2 is set on a Tuesday and should be returned on a Monday. 
Home learning for year 3 is set on a Friday and should be returned on Thursday.
In years 4 and 5 home learning will be set weekly. Home learning for year 4 will be set weekly on Fridays and should be returned weekly on Thursdays. For year 5, home learning will be set weekly on Tuesdays and should be returned to school on Mondays. 

In year 6 home learning will be set weekly. Home learning is set on a Wednesday and is expected back on the following Tuesday.

Home learning tasks consist of the following:
· A creative task related to the topic
· Spelling practise
· Maths practise
· Optional challenge
· Read every night to an adult
On a weekly basis, children who complete home learning will be praised and their work celebrated in classes in one or more of the following ways:
· Showing work to class 
· Displaying their work in the classroom or on a display board. 
· Praise
We encourage parents and pupils to engage fully with home learning tasks to optimise home school links, however, if home learning is not completed, there will be no formal action or sanction. Parents will be offered the option to sign their child up to the school’s home learning club. In addition, if parents would like to attend a club to complete home learning alongside their child with resources available, they can sign up to attend this club via the relevant staff members running the club.
